Each year approximately 7 percent of seniors return to high school the following school year (or summer) 
because they were not ready to graduate on time.  Until now, these students returned to enroll in required 
courses because they had not yet earned a sufficient number of credits or because they were eligible for 
ongoing special education and transition services.  Beginning with the class of 2008, however, a new focus
will be on providing additional educational experiences for students so they can meet the state academic 
standards in reading, writing, and (eventually) mathematics.  Some of these students will have earned all 
of their required course credits, so high schools will need to design new learning opportunities and 
strategies.  Legislation enacted in 2008 (Engrossed Second Substitute Senate Bill 6673) directed school 
districts to create such opportunities.  The policy legislation was supplemented by a significant 
enhancement in funding for remediation through the Learning Assistance Program.  The House Education

1031 Exchange Regulation

1031 exchanges are an exchange of similar assets (usually real estate) that are designed to take 
advantage of federal tax law and avoid capital gains taxes.  While the exchange process and participants 
must meet Internal Revenue Service standards to qualify for tax advantages, there is no formal regulation 
of people and companies that facilitate the exchange.  Those facilitators may control assets worth 
hundreds of millions of dollars.  There have been issues with a few facilitators facing allegations involving 
fraud and bankruptcy.  The Committee will discuss 1031 exchange issues concerning facilitators.  In 2008, 
a bill was introduced on the subject of 1031 exchange regulation.  The Department of Financial Institutions 
(DFI) and the 1031 exchange industry asked that the Committee not consider that bill to allow for further 
discussion and refinement of the proposal.   The Committee will hold a work session on the topic with the 
goal of introducing legislation.

Last session, the Judiciary Committee heard, but the Legislature did not pass, HB 3048, which would have
established a pilot program for some counties to provide legal representation to children ages 12 and older
in dependency proceedings.  Statutory and court rule provisions authorize the appointment of counsel for 
youth in these cases, but the practice of appointing counsel varies greatly throughout the state.  There is 
no official data on which counties regularly appoint counsel for children and how often counsel is 
appointed in dependency cases.  In addition, a provision in ESSB 6792, which the Legislature passed in 
2008, establishes a pilot program for children ages 12 and older who are the subject of dependency 
proceedings to have certain rights with respect to the hearings, such as the right to be present at the 
hearings and to be personally heard.  This pilot program does not provide for legal representation of these 
children.

The Office of Civil Legal Aid (OCLA) is required to periodically report to the Legislature on the status of 
access to the civil justice system for low-income people eligible for state-funded legal aid.  The OCLA 
plans to work with representatives of the Supreme Court’s Commission on Children in Foster Care, the 
University of Washington’s Children and Youth Advocacy Clinic, the Washington Defender Association, 
and advocates for youth involved in dependency proceedings to design and undertake an assessment of 
the status of existing practices and the level of unmet need for legal representation of youth in these 
proceedings on both a statewide and county-by-county basis.  The OCLA will report the findings of its 
survey to the Judiciary Committee in December 2008.

Increasing Threshold Values for Crimes Against Property

The penalties for property crimes are generally based on the dollar value of the property stolen or 
damaged.  During the 2008 legislative session, the Public Safety and Emergency Preparedness 
Committee considered SB 5343. The bill would have increased the dollar threshold values for the property 
crimes of malicious mischief, theft, unlawful issuance of checks or drafts, theft of rental, leased, or loaned 
property, and possessing stolen property. Those in support of the bill stated that the threshold values for 
crimes of property have not been increased in thirty years and that the proposed legislation merely 
involves an inflationary change and that the proposed statutory language does not affect the substance of 
the crimes.  Other stakeholders stated that  there is no benefit to raising the limits and that doing so would 
just cause well organized thieves to steal up to that new amount. The Public Safety and Emergency 
Preparedness Committee will work in conjunction with the appropriate stakeholders to determine a 
resolution to dealing with the inflationary values for crimes against property.

During the 2008 legislative session, the Public Safety and Emergency Preparedness 
Committee considered HB 2790 that would have created a statewide chemical, biological, redioactive, 
nuclear, or explosive (CBRNE) program. Under the bill, the Director of Fire Protection (DFP) in the 
Washington State Patrol would be responsible for establishing and maintaining a statewide CBRNE 
incident response program.  The DFP would:
• divide the state into CBRNE response regions;
• establish a network of regional teams to respond to CBRNE incidents within their regions and to operate 
outside their regions in cooperation with other regional teams;
• standardize training, equipment, and procedures for regional teams and others;
• establish procedures for reimbursing regional teams for costs incurred in approved responses; and
• establish procedures for recovering response costs from parties responsible for causing a CBRNE 
incident.

• Established a local grant program to help fund special law enforcement emphasis targeting gang crime 
and a grant program to support local graffiti and tagging abatement programs. 
• Created a statewide criminal street gang database for tracking gang members. 
• Required community custody for gang members convicted of an offense involving a firearm. 
• Created a new Criminal Street Gang Tagging and Graffiti crime.
• Authorized special civil penalties and costs that may be recovered from offenders that  damage or 
destroy property. 
• Established a witness relocation assistance program. 
• Required the Department of Corrections to study ways to reduce gang involvement and recruitment 
among its incarcerated offenders.

State Route 520 Bridge Accelerated Construction and Finance Plan

The State Route 520 (SR 520) bridge replacement project is estimated to cost approximately $4 billion and
was originally assumed to be open to traffic in 2018.
